FAQ:

1.  Do I need to complete the in-person institute in order to participate in this program?
Answer:  Yes, you will need to fully participate in the two-day institute in either Bakersfield or Woodville.  We will be only accepting 10 teachers for each of the two institutes.
2.  What will be covered at the in-person institute?
Answer:  All transportation (school bus), meals ($30 daily stipend), lodging (Airbnb), and fees will be covered.
3.  Do I have to take the institute for graduate credit?

Answer:  No, you do not have to take either institute for graduate credit.  If you are interested in taking either institute for graduate credit, registration will be through the University of Sioux Falls for $90 for two graduate credits for each institute.  An additional graduate credit will be available for $45 if the two-day Honey Production Institute is attended in August or September of 2024 in Roscoe, South Dakota. 
4.  What do I have to do to successfully complete the program?

Answer:  Attend and fully participate in an institute and develop at least two curriculum activities related to your institute experience.  These activities need to be at least in a rough draft form to be further refined at the Honey Production Institute in Roscoe in either August or May.

5.  Do I pay for credit?

Yes, if you want graduate credit, you will need to pay the University of Sioux Falls $90 for two graduate credit hours.  The program does not cover that cost.
6.  What costs will be covered by the institute?
We will cover the cost of transportation provided that you are willing to ride a school bus with 17 other teachers and students.  A total of 12 teachers and six students will be participating in each institute.  Each institute requires two days driving down and back.  A teacher CAN arrange for air travel at their own expense.  We will coordinate schedules to pick you up and drop you off at either the Bakersfield or Baton Rouge airports.  All meals are provides.  Each teacher will receive a $30 stipend each day for meals in addition to various snacks and samplings provided free of charge.  All lodging will be provided.  Each night the institute cohort will be staying in two Airbnbs.  All students will be housed with the project leader.  Each teacher will be provided a bed but will likely have to share a bathroom or bathrooms with other teachers.
7.  What are the hours and dates for the institute?
Please refer to the itinerary for details on times and dates.  Each institute requires two full days of travel via bus down and two full days back.  Each institute includes three full days of educational activities.

No.  However, you need to be willing to develop curriculum relating to bees based on your institute experience.  This can be for any grade band and any content area.
